There is an ongoing debate about the definition and origin of
intelligence and many people still believe that intelligence can be
adequately measured through IQ assessments. Regardless of how
intelligence is defined, researchers agree that intelligence is linked to
both genetic and environmental factors.

When determining whether or not a child is gifted, professionals
look at a variety of criteria. One of the basic requirements is the
level of a student’s Intelligence Quotient, or “IQ”. The general
consensus is that a score of 120 or higher on an IQ test meets a
superior intelligence standard. Those students who score 160 or
above are characterized as profoundly gifted. Many parents and
educators of gifted children also report the presence of an advanced
vocabulary, a tendency to ask complex questions, a preference for
older companions, perceptive observations, high creativity, a strong
problem solving ability, and excellent memory. Many gifted people
also display a talent in a specific area such as mathematics, language
arts, or music.

Yet, many of these bright minds remain unnoticed. Gifted
children in the primary are unlikely to be identified because schools
are fearful of labeling young children. Furthermore, many gifted
students appear to be troublemakers or unmotivated in the classroom;
they often display restlessness and bad behaviour. Finally, gifted
students often challenge authority figures by questioning classroom
rules.
